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1) Type your notes about the video lecture on Decameron (bullet list.) Summarize the arguments presented.

2) WRITE A STATEMENT acknowledging that YOU HAVE BEEN WARNED that the film Decameron (on Blackboard) is rated R, with sexual content and scenes of nudity, especially (since it's still rather unusual) frontal male nudity; and that you are not required to screen the film (see below).

3) I posted a list of the film’s episodes with their starting times. The times may not be absolutely precise to the second, thus there may be some stray frames with fleeting objectionable content.
It is your decision whether:
1) You want to skip the entire film all together;

2) You are going to screen only the G (General Audiences) scenes.
