The fundamental structure of Commedia dell’ Arte is a performance presented by professionals who traveled in troupes around Italy. There was no director, producer, etc for it. There were characters like magnifico, Zanni, the doctor, columbina, harlequino and lovers. These characters presented a humorous theatrical play, which included music, dance, witty dialogues, and all kinds of trickery to enhance the comic effects. They performed by responding to each other, or to the audience's reaction, and made use of lazzi, scenes that highlighted the comedy within the play.

The actors wore masks to represent different aspects of the characters they were performing. Each mask had a meaning to it. The masked characters represented most of the fun or satire figures in the Commedia. The lovers around whom the story revolved didn’t have any masks. For example, Magnifico had an eagle looking mask to represent that he looks down on everyone. Similarly, Arlecchino was an acrobat, a wit, childlike, and amorous character who wore a cat-like mask. I think the cat mask was used to symbolize that he chased everything the master or the authority said. Every mask had a meaning to it which explained to the audience what type of character it was.
