TASK 1)
ANSWER YES or NO under each question, to indicate that you understand the issue being addressed (or answer as directed)
1) I noticed many of you do your compito on your phones. How do I know? Because when you save the file, it changes the format.
It’s a very bad idea to use your phone, for a lot of reasons.
2) Now that we are working online, DEADLINES must be met for compiti and quizzes. DEADLINES are the equivalent of ATTENDANCE.

3) In the online environment, your final grade will depend on the QUALITY of your compiti and quiz. QUALITY means ACCURACY. ACCURACY means READ, UNDERSTANT and FOLLOW instructions.

4) COMPITI will be assigned with a deadline for the date. COMPITI are due on that date by 11.59PM.

5) ALL COMPITI are “asynchronous.” Do you know what “asynchronous” mean? Explain the meaning here:

6) QUIZZES: I will inform you about the date of a quiz at least 5 days in advance. QUIZZES will take place at the time of our regular class. Let’s set the time of 5:15 PM as the starting time for a quiz.
7) Answer below: how will you find out when the quizzes are scheduled?


8) Answer below: once the day of a quiz is set, at what time will the quiz begin?
